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Curriculum Outline for Year Reception Autumn Term 2018
Please remember this is a summary and a guideline. Therefore it may be subject to alteration as circumstances change and the children lead their own learning through a purposeful mix of adult and child led activities.

Communication, Language and Literacy

Children will be immersed in language experiences and activities whereby they practise their speaking and listening skills through stories, class discussions and role play scenarios. The children will start the Jolly Phonics scheme and learn a new sound and action daily, whilst been given formation practice following the Hemisphere cursive writing scheme. We will encourage an efficient pencil grip and handwriting patterns will help with this. The children will be encouraged to blend and when ready, reading books will be sent home. 

Mathematics

In Maths we will count and chant numbers in order up to 10 and then 20, counting items into a set. Children will become familiar with matching a number of items to a numeral and being able to count accurately using one to one correspondence. They will begin to learn about the days of the week and will also explore length and height using the language associated with comparing and measuring. We will also give experiences in handling money so that the children can begin to recognise and start to use the coins to make simple amounts. We will also identify 2D shapes and play games on the interactive board.

Personal, Social and Emotional Education

This term the children will be encouraged to make friends by playing together and sharing resources. They will listen to stories and be encouraged to discuss, expressing their own thoughts but listening to their peers too. 

Physical Development

In P.E. pupils will be introduced to gymnastics and games outside. They will have Movement and start weekly swimming lessons after half term.

Understanding the World

We will be learning about Colours, Air and My home/family during this term. They will begin to experience different cultures and will be encouraged to communicate to relevant discussions. We will promote using the interactive board for a variety of purposes to begin their ICT skills.

This term Reception will be learning about how the Bible is important for Christians. We will look at some of the Old Testament stories and later in the term, hear accounts of the Christmas story. We will discuss how people celebrate harvest and the children will participate in our own Harvest Festival. 

In French lessons the children will practise greetings and answering questions about their name and age. They will also learn to say numbers 1-10 and begin to say colours through rhymes, songs and stories.
Expressive Arts and Design

Reception will explore colour and shape by creating and following patterns in and out of the classroom. Some of their art work will be heavily influenced by the above topics and we will start to practise fine motor skills by manipulating playdough during Dough Disco.
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
