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Curriculum Outline for Year 1 Autumn Term 2018
Please remember this is a summary and a guideline. Therefore it may be subject to alteration as circumstances change, at the teacher’s discretion.

English: We will continue with learning sounds and blends in Jolly Phonics and practise alphabetical order, capital letters and full stops in Jolly Grammar.  We will also find out when we use nouns and verbs and practise our joined-up handwriting. We will be doing a mixture of creative, factual and topic-related writing. 
Maths: In Maths, we will be counting, ordering and estimating numbers to 20.  We will become more familiar with ways of making 4, 5 and 6 and work practically to find ways of making 10. We will find numbers ‘1 more’ and ‘1 less’ from a given number and we will be adding and subtracting to 10 and beyond. Additionally, we will also be learning about 2D shapes and whether they are symmetrical.
Science: We are sorting Living Things and Non-Living Things into sets during Science lessons and finding out about Ourselves.  We will be learning about and investigating our senses and naming parts of our bodies. 
Humanities: In Humanities lessons, we are thinking about where we live and describing some features and landmarks. We are looking forward to visiting the Black and White House in Hereford to find out about life in the past and to look at the artefacts in the museum.
R.E: This term the children will consider the idea of New Beginnings. There will be opportunities to discuss moving into a new class, starting a new school, making new friends and meeting new teachers. This will lead onto a series of lessons looking at the biblical account of when God made the world and the story of Adam and Eve. The children will then look at how we can care for our world and the different ways in which ‘harvest’ is celebrated around the world. Towards the end of term, the children will be introduced to the Hindu festival of light, Diwali. In addition, the Christmas production will provide us with an opportunity to explore the story of Jesus’s birth and many of the traditions surrounding the celebration.  

French: This term, Year 1 will spend some time re-capping what they covered in Reception. This will include introducing yourself, greetings, numbers and colours. Our topic in the second half will be parts of the face.
Music:  This term, Year 1 will be learning and practising a range of songs to perform at our Harvest Festival, the Pre-Prep Christmas show and the Carol Service.  They will be listening and responding to a variety of styles of music including The Carnival of the Animals by Saint-Saens and taking part in an African percussion workshop during the term. The children will be developing their knowledge of sounds and using these to create simple accompaniments to songs and rhymes.

Art/D.T: Year 1 will be making 2D clay houses with imprinted patterns and shapes. They will be painting pictures of their houses and creating oil pastel self-portraits looking carefully at their features. Year 1 will be busy near Christmas making calendars, cards and decorations to share with their families.
Drama: During the first half of term, the pupils will re-enact the story of ‘Little Red Hen’ in small groups, wearing masks they have created. Pupils will improvise to enhance their story performances and create ‘freeze frames’ in small groups. They will discuss sympathy and empathy for the main character, as well as the general themes of helping and friendship. 

During the second half of term pupils will be working on ‘Farmer Duck’, where they will be performing actions and looking at the characterisation of the animals, whilst ‘remembering’ the repetitive script. 
I.C.T: Year 1 will be learning how to log on.  They will also learn the common names for the I.C.T equipment we use. They will then use many applications on a program called My World 3 to develop their mouse skills and their learning.
P.S.H.E: Children in Year 1 get together for weekly sessions where a set of PSHE topics are discussed. Children listen to stories linked to the topics and are given the opportunity to contribute and share their own life experiences with each other.

In the Autumn Term themes such as healthy eating, cleanliness and personal hygiene, and  exercise are explored.
P.E and Swimming: In P.E, pupils will develop their movement skills, moving safely in small spaces, changing direction at increasing speeds, running backwards, accelerating and slowing down quickly. They will also experience handling different sized and shaped balls (rugby, basketball, football, tennis etc…), and develop different ways of passing a ball using their hands and feet. Pupils will also begin to dribble with the ball. The pupils will learn how to hold equipment correctly and the different ways you can move a ball. This will lead into developing the skills of passing and receiving. Year 1 will also have a weekly swimming lesson.
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
